Yosef-Joseph Yaakov Dadoune’s multimedia works blend autobiography with myth, the national
and the universal, biblical symbolism and realist imagery drawn from his surroundings. Ofakim
(Horizons), named after the artist’s hometown in the Negev desert, was created in collaboration with
a group of local teenagers. The artist filmed a series of actions in and around Ofakim’s deserted
textile factories. Group members stand in an upright “freeze” position, reminiscent of a Memorial
Day service. These silent youths represent Ofakim’s multicultural, multi-ethnic social fabric. As they
move out of the abandoned factory and into the desert, they carry a bomb-like object in a silent
procession as if bearing a coffin, slowly disappearing over the horizon. Will they continue to embody
their destiny as social outcasts, or will they manage to escape their own destinies in the “Promised
Land” that has failed their parents?
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Recurrence: Rituals, Place, and History

Curators: Drorit Gur Arie, Sania Papa

The show brings together works by Paris-based
Israeli artist Yosef-Joseph Yaakov Dadoune
and works by Israeli based Shahar Marcus,
some created in collaboration with Turkish
artist Nezaket Ekici. These intriguing personal
voices in contemporary video-art reveal an
affinity with the realms of ritual, symbolism, and
cosmological cyclicality of life and death.

Their works reflect a generation of young video
artists who have devised a variety of strategies
for approaching the harsh, polarized reality
surrounding them. The videos respond to one
stratum or more in the multi-layered structure of
identity, whether the individual, public, cultural,
historic, or political. They appropriate forms,
symbols, objects, and sites directly from the
physical landscape, often transforming them
into subtle political commentary. Shahar Marcus
employs humor as a tool for deconstructing
history’s explosive potential, while Yosef-
Joseph Yaakov Dadoune’s personal poetry
exemplifies the work of mourning, in an attempt
to come to terms with the violence of history,
the violence of social hardship, or simply—the
interpersonal violence so prevalent in our
region.

Reconstruction and repetition, a cyclic human
state of struggle, construction and destruction,
a fusion of reality, speculation, and fiction
anchored in the fascinating relationship
between ritual, place, and history—all these are
at the core of “Recurrence.” Viewed together,
the works present a spectacular, stylized, and
eye-pleasing manifestation of violence. Eros
and Thanatos are thus bound together in a
Gordian knot.

Marios Prassinos and his Legacy
Curated by Manos Stefanidis

Although Marios Prassinos was a leading figure
of the Greek artistic diaspora, he is slightly
known in our country. Only the latest phase of his
painting production is well known and mainly the
collection titled “Les Arbres”

In contrast, until now remain unknown his
impressive connection with the founders of Sur-
realism, in his youth, his illustrations in classical
books of the French Avant-Garde — while he was
a pioneered engraver- his involvement with the
Theater as a main partner of Charles Dullin and
Jean Vilar, his unique tapestries and lastly his
lyrical and enigmatic texts.

Marios Prassinos represents an entire era and
many equivalent Art - forms. It is remarkable

that his first solo exhibition in 1939 at the gallery
Billiet-Worms was prefaced by René Char and
exhibited to his significant friends, Breton, Elu-
ard, Duchamp, Man Ray, Benjamin Péret, Max
Ernst, Dali, Arp, etc.

Since 1942 he was collaborating with Ray-

mond Queneau and the publishing house NRF.
Furthermore he assembled with Camus, Sartre,
Bachelard and Michel Gallimard, during the War.
In 1947, Prassinos designed the costumes for a
theatrical play of Paul Claudel that was presented
by Jean Vilar in Avignon Festival (Festival d’ Avi-
gnon). In 1951, he commenced producing his first
tapestries, while he was already systematically
exhibiting his artworks at the Galerie de France.
His work was first introduced to the Greek au-
dience in 1966 by the gallery “Merlin”, further in
1973 and 1978 he exhibited in Athens-Art Gallery,
the French Institute of Athens, the “Medusa”, in
“Titanium”, etc.

Prassinos was a mystic of images’ magical
dimension, the dramatic dialog between light
and shadow, and he faced painting as the most
archetypal form of writing. For Prassinos, Art was
always an amalgam of knowledge and insight.

George Kostopoulos collects reverently, the last
decades, any form of expression of this proteic
artist, having achieved something exceptional: to
gather almost all illustrations and publications or
folios of Prassinos.

Concluding, the guests of ART - Thessaloniki will
have the opportunity apart from his oil paint-
ings, silk-screens, lithographs, drawings and
tapestries, to appreciate a selection of rare and
valuable books - objets d’art as listed below:

This exhibition, launched as part of the 1st
Art Thessaloniki International Contemporary Art
Fair, first came into existence with the eye and
mind turned to the present, the painful moment,
which is almost shaped by debris materials and
recycled values, along with haughty and arrogant
human role models. Young people, the young
creators and artists are actually experiencing
present’s brutality, disdained hope and the
notorious There Is No Alternative motto and are
increasingly feeling the need to take another
look at the material of their visual narratives.
Marginalised breaths, bombast’s rejection, which
lies in prudish behaviour, and the rejection of
anything precious and unique, come into their
focus of interest.

So, if these are some of the “others” of today
then how easily can we identify with them?
(Marginalization seems to catch public’s eye to
some extent).

The question now is how easily we can listen
to their thoughts, agonies and needs. To what
point is the breath that separates us perceptible
and what is the driving force that unites us in
our own present? Present’s routes and paths
are not at all disconnected from the past —quite
the opposite we must admit. The objects, the
gestures, the glances, the pictures, the sounds
of our deeds are in fact personal and collective
memories, myths, ghosts, touches, yet also
demands and requirements, not randomly but
critically selected, so that the past cannot only
lead to a new approach of the present, but also
to the future, the exploration, the hope and/
or desire for what is yet to come. This Past
emerges through the gentle touch of art media,

the hints and decoding of this era; sometimes
it also comes to surface through saturated
and suffocating thick art substances. In other
words it rises through moves, reflexive acts
and actions, stone-cold dissociation as well as
with a simultaneous and expansionary matter
locomotion through space and surface. To put
it mildly, the way of life that is made of images
and simulations collapses as an ideal and the
reestablishment of the present comes into play
and leads to a full of resentment future self-
declaration: | am here too!

The artist and artwork selection was not based
on a predetermined conceptual or thematic
approach. Exhibition’s aim is to point out and
highlight the concerns of young artists from a
different point of view; their view. This means
that we are actually letting them express their
concerns and quests, as they are formed today,
and make widely known the art vocabulary
they choose to use, as their contribution to
the expansion of the Greek contemporary art
movement. Many of the selected artists have
studied and lived in Thessaloniki. Of course there
are others from different parts of Greece and
some that are now working abroad. Exhibition’s
connection to the international art pursuits
is as obvious as the sense of Greece’s past
and present. The selected artworks shape the
important question -and probably give an answer
too- that emerges from the exhibition’s title: How
we, the “others” of now, perceive the present, the
past and perhaps the future

The exhibition of part of Aris Stoidis’ collection
at Art Thessaloniki constitutes a gesture of
extroversion, in his effort to take us along with
him on his personal journey through the selection
of his artworks, where his critical eye, aesthetics
and love of art are his driving force.

This very love forms the main core of his
activities as a collector and establishes a certain
way of life for him: As a collector, he persistently
builds up his personal collection. He does so
in a selective manner and after a thorough
research and examination that requires time and
a penetrating eye, taking always into account
the content that emerges from the form, the
conceptual core of the visual language, as well
as the sensorial presence of each artwork.

Whether consciously or subconsciously,
he composes his collection within this frame
of reference, following his instinct, aesthetic
criteria and preoccupations, so that the invisible
thread connecting all these becomes evident
as the dynamics of relations between artistic
pertinences, ideological associations and
aesthetic affinities that come together and
coexist through the collector’s eye and the
pleasure of the hunt and the wait, just before the
acquisition, in an attempt to manage the relation
to death.

With his dual role as a collector-artist, his
artistic drive, knowledge and sensitivity, Stoidis
is fascinated by the research and the productive
advancement of modern artistic reflection and
therefore approaches art with alertness and in
connection with what is happening around him.

The artworks he has selected to be exhibited
on the occasion of the Art Fair are part of a
perpetually enriched unity, consisting of creations
by artists that cover the whole spectrum of
contemporary art and are articulated in such a
way, allowing anyone to assemble and dismantle
their own narratives.
